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The officers of the Secretariat of National Wage Boards, led by its
Member Secretary, visited Haryana (Ambala and Chandigarh), to participate
in the tripartite interactive discussions organized by the State Government
with representatives of Management and Employees of the Newspaper
Industry in the State. Six Delhi based Non-official Members of the National
Wage Boards were also invited by the State Government to participate in the
meeting but no one attended.

A gist of the issues that emerged during these discussions held at
Ambala/Chandigarh are given below:-

o About 47 newspapers/establishments are covered under the Working
Journalists and Other Newspaper Employees (Conditions of Service)
and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1955.

e About 256 Working Journalists/Non-working Journalists are employed
in 47 establishments.

e Details of establishments where Manisana Wage Boards Awards have
been implemented / not implemented have not been furnished by the
State.

e The State Government has not received any complaint regarding non-
implementation of the recommendations of Manisana Wage Boards.
The  State Government would, however, implement the
recommendations of the National Wage Boards in letter and spirit
whenever they are finally received.

e Chief Secretary of the State also impressed the need of having a Code
of Conduct/Ethics for which the stakeholders of news print industry.

e State Government has agreed to convene a One Day Tripartite
Seminar.

e The State has also agreed to get an In-House Study conducted for
assessing the financial capacity of newspaper establishments to pay
the Awards to their employees.

e Constitution of a Tripartite Monitoring Committee under the
Chairmanship of State Labour Minister, has also been agreed to by the
State Government.
