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The officers of the Secretariat of National Wage Boards, led by its
Member Secretary, visited Tamilnadu to participate in the tripartite
interactive discussions organized by the State Government of Tamilnadu
with representatives of managements and employees of the newspaper
industry in that State.

A gist of the issues that emerged during these discussions held at
Chennai are given below:

In Tamil Nadu, major newspaper establishments are functioning in 13
districts, viz. Chennai, Vellore, Cuddaloor, Salem, Erode, Coimbatore,
Thanjavoor, Trichy, Dindigul, Madurai, Tirunelveli, Thoothukudi and
Nagercoil.

e There are about 85 newspaper establishments covered under the
Working Journalists and Other Newspaper Employees (Conditions of
Service) and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1955.

e About 1,513 Working Journalists and 4466 Non-Working Journalists
are employed in these 85 establishments.

e 67, out of 85 establishments are implementing the Manisana Wage
Board Awards in the State.

e Appropriate action is being taken by the Enforcement Authorities
against establishments not implementing the Manisana Wage Boards
Awards.

e The State Government has agreed to convene a one-day tripartite
seminar with the participation, inter-alia, of representatives of
managements of newspaper establishments as well as employees in

the newspaper industry.
