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NATIONAL INSTRUCTIONAL MEDIA INSTITUTE (NIMI)- CHENNAI

The institute has been set up with the assistance of Government of Germany. The institute has been made autonomous on 1st April 1999. The institute was earlier known as “Central Instructional Media Institute” (CIMI) and has since been renamed as “National Instructional Media Institute” (NIMI). The main objective for the establishment of the Institute is to make available instructional materials in various trades for the use of the trainees and trainers to ensure overall improvement in the standard of institutional training being imparted under Craftsmen and Apprenticeship Training Programmes. Present activities of the Institute includes development, production and dissemination of Instructional Media Packages (IMPs) comprising of books on Trade Theory, Trade Practical, Tests and/Assignment, Instructor Guide, Visual Aids, support materials such as books on Workshop Calculation & Science, Reference textbooks, Table books etc., Development of Test items, and to conduct ‘Awareness Training Programme’ and ‘Multiplier Training Programme’ for the Instructors to enable effective implementation of Vocational Training.

Up to 2003, 120 books in 16 trades have been developed of which 116 have been published. 48 Multiplier Training Programmes have been conducted & 1568 participants were trained. Question Bank for the trades of Machinist & Turner has been completed.
