The total plan provision in the budget estimate for 2003-2004 for the programmes relating to both Employment and Training Directorates of DGE&T was Rs.28.98 crore. (Table-15.1.)
37.2
The budget estimate for implementation of training schemes “other than Vocational Training Project” for the year 2002-2003 was Rs. 9.417 crore.  These funds were kept for modernization and consolidation of the on-going training activities in the field institutes of Training Directorate namely, restructured pattern of training at four Model Industrial Training Institutes, restructuring of NVTS, training of industrial workers, apprentices and supervisors, development of instructional media packages; and for establishing of training facilities in emerging areas to meet the training needs of industry.  Also a Centrally Sponsored Schemes have been taken up, one to establish new ITIs in North-Eastern States. Another Centrally Sponsored Schemes is being taken up for modernization / strengthening of existing ITIs in the State of J&K. The budget estimate for implementation of central sector schemes under the “Vocational Training Project” for the 2003-04 was Rs.6.733 crore.

A Centrally sponsored scheme namely “Testing and Certification of Workers in Informal Sector has been taken up in the 10th FYP on a pilot basis at the cost of Rs.2 crore.

37.4.
To consolidate and streamline the existing training facilities for women and expand the network in new areas / regions, new schemes / proposals are being taken namely, setting up of three new Regional Vocational Training Institutes at Patna, Bhubaneshwar and one in Punjab; modernizing the existing workshop equipment; introducing the concept of production-cum-training centers; diversification of non-formal training and focusing on promotion & publicity of vocational / skills training for women.
 37.5     For schemes of Employment Directorate, budget of Rs.1.98 crore was kept. The important schemes are welfare of SC/ST, rehabilitation of handicapped, revision of National classification of Occupations (NCO) with a view to have compatibility with International Standard Classification of Occupations (ISCO) and strengthening of Employment Market Information Programme.
