The second installment of Rs.5.00 lakh will be released to Cane and

Bamboo Technology Centre (CBTC), Guwahati, through State Government of
Assam, after the CBTC furnish a statement of accounts, detailing the expenditure
on the various activities for which funds were released together with utilization
certificate in form GFR 19 (A).

The release of Central funds for the said activities is subject to the

following conditions:

The Cane and Bamboo Technology Centre (CBTC), Guwahati, shall
ensure that the Grant is utilized for the purpose, for which, it is sanctioned.

The Cane and Bamboo Technology Centre (CBTC), Guwahati, should
maintain separate accounts for the funds released under the scheme and
furnish a statement of accounts detailing the expenditure on the various
activities for which funds are released along with UC in Form GFR 19(A)

Funds so released should be utilized by Cane and Bamboo Technology
Centre (CBTC), Guwahati, as early as possible (within current financial
year i.e. 20086-07). Any amount not spent by that time, should be
surrendered to the Central Government.

The Cane and Bamboo Technology Centre (CBTC), Guwahati, would be
authorized to conduct examinations for award of certificates. The
authorization could be withdrawn on non-fulfilment of requirements of this
Directorate General.
