Bank.

Utilisation Certificate in Form GFR 12-A in respect of individual ITI indicating
expenditure incurred under the scheme should be furnished to DGEAT in Duplicate.
State Government must submit Quarterly expenditure information through Interim
Unaudited Financial Report with 15 days of the close of each quarter to enable raise
reimbursement claims by the Central Government from the World Bank as mentioned
in Financial Management Manual.

Annual Audited Financial Statements of the project should be submitted within 4
months after the end of each fiscal year,
